
 SEQ CHAPTER \h \r 1RESOLUTION AND ORDINANCE OF THE BOARD OF COMMISSIONERS OF CARROLL COUNTY, GEORGIA, REGARDING AN AMENDMENT TO THE CARROLL COUNTY ZONING REGULATIONS TO AMEND THE DEFINITION OF SHORT-TERM RENTAL; TO AUTHORIZE SHORT-TERM RENTALS AS A CONDITIONAL USE IN THE AGRICULTURAL ZONING DISTRICT; TO PROVIDE AN EFFECTIVE DATE; AND FOR OTHER PURPOSES
WHEREAS, the Board of Commissioners of Carroll County, Georgia, has the duty to protect the health, safety and welfare of persons and property within its jurisdiction limits; and


WHEREAS, the Board of Commissioners has determined a need to define, clarify, and regulate certain “short-term rentals” in the Code of Ordinances of Carroll County, Georgia, to protect the health, safety and welfare of persons and property within the unincorporated areas of the County;


NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT ORDAINED by the Board of Commissioners of Carroll County, Georgia, that Sections 102-4 and 102-8 of Chapter 102 – “Zoning” of its Code of Ordinances be amended as follows:

Section 1.

The following defined term shall be added, alphabetically, under Section 102-4:
Short-term rental: an accommodation for transient guests, rented for the purpose of overnight lodging for a period of less than thirty (30) days.  For the purposes of this definition, a short-term rental shall include all housing types but shall exclude bed and breakfast inns, boarding houses, tourist homes, rooming houses, motels, and hotels.  Short-term rental shall not constitute a home occupation.  
Section 2. 

The Board of Commissioners of Carroll County, Georgia, hereby resolve and ordain to amend Section 102-8.1.2 of the Zoning Regulations of Carroll County to add “Short-term rental” as a conditional use in the Agricultural (A) Zoning District, so that a new subsection a., which was previously reserved, shall provide as follows:  
a.  Short-term rental.  In addition to the general considerations for the determination of whether or not to grant a conditional use permit, the board of commissioners shall consider and may grant conditional approval of an application for a conditional use permit based on the following:
1. overnight occupancy and the number of guests expected to occupy the premises; 
2.  daytime occupancy and the number of guests permitted on the premises;
3.  the number of bedrooms;
4.  the capacity of the paved or impervious surface parking lot; 
5.  lot size; 
6. distance from the structure to be used as a short-term rental from all neighboring property lines; 
7. sewer capacity and/or size and condition of the on-site septic system, as applicable.
